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Sharing Groups with the Counselor  
 

As part of our schoolõs comprehensive guidance and counseling program, students are invited to 

participate in small group counseling sessions. Children who share a common concern meet together with 

the counselor to talk and share. Sharing groups focus on helping children deal with the many concerns 

that they may face. These groups can enhance self -esteem and interpersonal skills.  

 

Membership in a group is based on teacher and parent referral. In order for your child to participate in a 

group, written permission  from a parent/guardian is required. While I work very hard to teach children 

the importance of confidentiality, it is impossible to guarantee that students will not share information 

with people outside of our group.  

 

Our groups will be meeting once a week either during recess or at the very end of the school day, for a 

total of 6 sessions. The groups will begin meeting the week of January 16 and end the week of February 

20.  

 

Sharing Groups  
 

Seasons (grades 1 - 4) For students who are grieving the loss of a family member or close friend.  

 

Family Matters (grades K - 4) For students who were adopted or who live with a foster family.  

 

Forever Friends (grades 1 - 4) For students who want to learn skills to help them make and keep good 

friendships with others.  

 

Dragons & Wizards (grades 1 - 4) For students who struggle with worry and want to learn strategies to 

control it.  

 

Banana Splits (grades K - 4) For children who are experiencing a parent separation or divorce.
