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THE GROWTH MODEL
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Key Drivers

Current assessment system (P+, P, DNP) looked
only at a student’s status.
* Percent passing is the metric of success
Measures achievement level (backward looking)
Does not measure educational effectiveness

Blind to the possibility of low achieving students
attending effective schools
Growth a?lows us to focus on the outputs of
education
Growth will expect progress from all students,

Current system focuses attention on “bubble” kids -
those close to the pass mark

How will the Growth Model Work?

The Indiana Growth Model takes a student’s ISTEP+
score in "year 1" and finds all other students in the
state who got exactly that same score, say in math.

Then we look at all of the "year 2" math scores for
the same group of students and see how the
student in which we are interested scored compared
to the other students in the group.

Growth is reported in percentiles.
